The silver warming blanket that you
can find in the camping section works great to
bounce light. A plain whit gece of
cardboard is great to use to bounce light so
shadows are less evident on your subject,
especially faces. If the pop Ugsh on your
camera is too much, you can tape or hold a
piece of white cardboard in front of the flash
and thdight will be sdér. You can also put a
nylon stocking over the flash to make softer
light.

For an inexpensive way to make a
filter, use colore@aranwrap in front of the
lens or flash. If you can find colored
transpanecy or hard dored plastic, they
work well too.

If you use lights, you can also put the
colored material over or in front of the light.
Just be careful not to start a fire!
